They exist specifically to help asylum seekers 
and refugees and are the best qualified to deal 
with any questions or problems relating to 
matters of asylum.

Your MP and his constituency staff can assist you with your 
application in limited circumstances only. 

If you are awaiting a decision on your claim for 

asylum, your MP cannot speed up the 

process by writing to the Home Office. 

If you are detained prior to deportation, your MP 

will be able to make further representation on your 

behalf only in very limited circumstances. 

The Refugee Council, Leeds
Covers issues such as advice on asylum 
issues and the National Asylum Support 
Service system, assistance for clients at the 
end of the asylum process and signposting 
to services such as housing, legal advice, 
education, training and health care.
